PARENTS/GUARDIANS/VISITORS TO THE SCHOOL: 
Parents, guardians, ALL  òvisitorsó, entering the School, for any reason, are required to enter at 

the main entrance and check in with office personnel prior to proceeding to any areas in the s chool. 

All other doors are loc ked during class time . Every òvisitoró must sign in and out at the school 

office, as well as wear a òvisitor tagó while on school premises. Classes are not to be disturbed.  

Visitors will be announced from the Office.  A òvisitoró is any person(s) not registere d as a student 

or an employee of  Rimbey Elementary School.  
 

SCHOOL FEES: 
All  students  enrolled at RES are required to pay the school fee of $ 68.00  per student  in grades 

one to six , $ 32.00  per kindergarten student. School fees are due on the first day  of the school 

term .  Payment arrangements, with a series of post - dated cheques  for September, October and 

November , are available, upon request. Please see that your childõs school fees are paid prior to 

December 31, 2009 .  A reminder letter for individua l unpaid school fees will be sent home 

periodically.  School fees that  remain outstanding will be carried over to the next school  term, as 

well as ,  forwarded to a Collection Agency.  
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PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT AT RES: 
Throughout all Wolf Creek Public Schools,  full days have been allocated for professional development 

and staff meetings. Students do not attend school on these days, and all schools in our division will 

hold their regular staff meetings and engage in professional development act ivities .

SCHOOL OPENING AND CLOSING: 
Rimbey Elementary School doors will be unlocked at 8:30  a.m.  If weather conditions are  poor (cold, 

raining, etc.) students will be able to enter the School at that  time, but must remain in the boot 

room.  However, on most days, students are expected to remain outside the School until the first 

attendan ce bell, which will ring at 8:35  a.m.   The first class of each school day begins at 8:40 

a.m.  Students are dismissed at 3:10 p.m. If students are  not involved  in a school related activity 

they are expected to leave the building and playground area at this time.   Kindergarten and grade 

one stu dents are dismissed at 3:05 p.m.  

 

To avoid congestion in the hallways adults picking up students are to wait outside  of the school  

building , until staff have made sure all  students are dressed an d off to board the school buses  or 

walk home , at which time t hey may enter the building .  Kindergarten parents /guardians may wait in 

the main foyer  adjacent to the school office .  

 

Please note that all school doors with the exception of the front doors will be locked at the end of 

each break time during the school day .  Students/parents arriving òlateó for school must enter 

through the front doors and check in with school personnel prior to proceeding to a classroom.  

 

TELEPHONE Messages to students : 
In the event of an emergency, parents may have a need to contact his/h er child  at school. 

Telephone calls from parents, with urgent messages , must be received before  1:30 p.m. Please 

ensure that after school activities, or childcare arrangements, are mad e prior to your child  coming 

to school.  A message delivered to a studen t during class time disrupts  teaching time ,  as well as ,  

student activities.  
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NEWSLETTERS: 
Our Rimbey Elementary School  newsletter is sent home with the oldest and/or only child in each 

fa mily, at the end of each month . Newsletters are also posted  and can be read on our school 

website ð http://www.res.wolfcreek.ab.ca/ .  For example, Octoberõs newsletter will be sent home on 
September 30 th .  Additional copies are available from the office. Teachers may send home an 

individual classroom activity newsletter outlining specific activities as well.  
  

ATTENDANCE: 
In the interest of student learning, regular and punctual attendance at school shall be required of 

all students throughout the year.  

 

The School Act further char ges RES with monitoring the attendance of all students.  To carry out 

this responsibility parents/ guardians, are asked to advise the School in advance of any student 

absences or tardiness.  This is to be done through a note to the studentõs teacher.  As well, 

similar actions must be taken if a student will be leaving the School prior to the end of the School 

day (3:10 p.m.).  Please be advised that a written note must be sent upon the studentõs return to 

school, for any absence .    A student will be recorde d as òlateó if he/she is not in the classroom 

by 8:40 a.m. or by 12:15 p.m.  

 

Attendance (absences/tardiness) will be recorded at the administratorõs office.  Students who are 

late for school, or who are away and whose parents/guardians have not contacted t he School  

office , may receive a phone call to verify the studentõs absence or tardiness.  If a student w ill be 

leaving early , or there will be a change in the way a child normally goes home, please advise your 

childõs teacher via a note.  If a student will  be leaving the School for an extended period of time 

(more than a few days), the administration, as well as your childõs homeroom teacher, must be 

advised, well in advance of this occurrence.  In instances like this, parents/guardians must assume 

responsibility for missed schoolwork and must ensu re that their child òcatches upó. Missed 

schoolwork is not only difficult to catch up for your child but also re - teaching in some instances 

must occur.  Homework may be prepared, with a reasonable amount of advance  notice (at least one 

day) as classes cannot be òhaltedó to gather this information, assignments may be more class 

instruction rather than work sheets or text assignments.  In most cases, unless your child misses a 

number of days in a row, it is best to ha ve the student get missed assignments upon his/her return 

to school.  

 

Research has shown that the school achievement of students who miss more than seven days in a 

school term is severely affected. Attendance will be monitored on a monthly basis and a phone call 

from the school administration  will be made  home after five  absences.   

 

Regular attendance at school is one of the most important reasons for academic success.  Poor 

performance in school can often be traced to poor attendance and/or tardiness.  The refore, 

parents/guardians are encou raged to ensure their child  attends school regularly and on time.   

 

As a school community,  we recognize the importance of family time and how our busy lives erode 

this time. However, family vacations during  the school ye ar do interrupt  a childõs learning and 

involvement in our school community. òCatch upó work never replaces the learning process, which 

takes place in the classroom. Please be considerate of this when planning vacations during the 

school year.

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STUDENT ILLNESS / EMERGENCY CONTACT TELEPHONE NUMBERS: 
Please be advised that there is no òsick roomó or  òbedó at our school.  Students who are not 

feeling well should be at home.  It is with this in mind that we urge you to make sure we have, at 

the very least, two emergency contact numbers, in case your child is not feeling well, or is injured 

and needs to leave before the regular school day ends.  Emergency contact person(s) should have 

been informed of this arrangement and be aware that they will be expected to pi ck up your child, 

or make alternate arrangements for them, should you, the parent, be unavailable .  
 

Allergies & MEDICALERT®:  

 We are requesting that those students that have an allergy or medical condition wear a òMedic 

AlertÈó bracelet at all times while on school premises.  We have a number of staff and visitors in 

the school and we feel that the Medic Alert® bracelet is a universal symbol that would alert 

anyone that a student might  require more intense first aid assistance. Generic Medic Alert® 

bracele ts or necklaces are available from either pharmacy  in Rimbey at very little cost.  You may 

also purchase bracelets that are more detailed  and a membership through the Medic Alert® 

website  - http://www.medi calert.ca/en/index.asp . We thank you in advance for your cooperation 

concerning this very important matter. Parents please note that it is most important that you keep 

the school apprised of any changes to your childrenõs medical conditions. 

 

Parents plea se note that RES is no longer a òPeanut Free Zone. Should the need arise where a n 

RES student has a life threatening peanut/nut allergy the policy may be revisited.  

 

Parking  and crosswalks : 
The front street of the school is strictly a drop off and pick up zone only; vehicles are not to be 

parked there, for any length of time. This  zone is used for student drop offs, as well as the 

loading and unloading zone for school buses during field excursion days. If you are required to be 

in the drop off zone any long er than 5 minutes please park on the side streets near the school.  

Vehicles are not  to be left unattended  in this area for any length of time.  

 

Vehicles can also park on the east side of the street at the front of the school. There will be no 

parking on th e west side (school side) right up to the property line connecting the school grounds 

and the hospital grounds, at any time. Unauthorized parked vehicles will  be towed away at owner õs 

expense. Parents and visitors are also welcome to use the last row of pa rking spaces, closest to 

the hospital, in the parking lot to the south of the school. Please do not use the parking lot as a 

drop off/pick up area for students .  If you wish to use the parking lot to drop off your child you 

must park your car in the last ro w and walk your child into the school.  A reminder that when you 

are dropping  off ,  or picking up your child , make sure that they are crossing the street at the 

patrolled crosswalks and that you, as parents, are not blocking the crosswalks with your vehicles .  
 

SCHOOL PROGRAMS: 
RES offers students instruc tion in  core subjects of:  language arts, mathematics, science and 

social stu dies.  In addition, music,  art, physical education, computers and health, are offered at 

all grade levels. Grade 4, 5 and 6 students  rotate through the options of art, drama and music. 

Complete information on curriculum expectations for each grade level is a vailable from the School 

office or on the Alberta Education website.

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SPECIALIZED PROGRAMS: 
Special Education : 
Students with sever e behavioral, physical or mental difficulties may have access t o the special 

education program .  Dependent upon the student needs, full or part - time educational assistant  time 

may also be available. Students are integrated into the regular school program a s much as possible, 

but can receive individualized instruction ,  as needed ,  from the special education teacher. For 

further information, please contact the School Administration.  

 

Human Sexuality Education :     

 òAfter consulting widely with Albertans on th is issue, the Minister of Education has decided to 

ensure universal access to human sexuality education for all students in Alberta Schools operated by 

boards. Every board operated school offering these courses shall ensure that the human sexuality 

component is offered to all students.  Parents have the right to exempt their child from school 

instruction in human sexualityó.  (Alberta Education Policy Manual, Ministerial Orders and Directives 

on Human Sexuality Education, J une 30, 1995)     

 

In keeping with t hese directives RES will offer human sexuality education as part of the health 

program in grades 4, 5 and 6.   An information evening for parents may be offered if parents are 

interested.  Parents will have the right to exempt their child from this course component by 

advising the principal, in writing, prior to the programõs commencement.  For further information, 

contact your childõs health teacher. 
 

Early Intervention Reading Program:  

RES operates an early intervention reading program for students who a re most òat riskó in 

kindergarten, grades one and two.  This is an intensive thirty - minute  per day session for students 

requiring one - on- one attention.  Students are identified by their homeroom teacher and referred 

to the Early Intervention Coordinator.  Students are selected on a òneedsó basis.  Parental consent 

and active participation in the program are necessary for a student to become part of the 

program.  For further information, please contact the school administration.  

 

Computer Education :    

At Ri mbey Elementary School students have regular access to the computer network using computers 

in the clas sroom, library and the lab.  Activities using the network are directed and supervised by 

the teacher. In the early years, the teacher mediates all online  activities and studentsõ experiences 

are closely supervised. As they mature, access increases and students are given more autonomy in 

using the network. Stude nts use the network to achieve information and communication t echnology 

outcomes and other curric ular area learning outcomes. For example, students use the network to 

conduct research, to manage idea s and information, to navigate i nternet sites related to classroom 

activities, to solve problems and to communicate and collaborate with others.  

 

Students  in all grade levels are offered instruction in computers, from basic keyboarding through to 

more advanced work.  The School is networked with computer stations in every classroom with 

access to the Internet, as well as in  the computer lab.  
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Learning A ssistance  Program:  

A learning assistance program is operated for students in grades one to six.  A variety of student 

needs are addressed in this program.  Students can receive assistance, through a referral to the 

learning assistance teacher by the homero om teacher.  This learning a ssistance program is run out 

of  our òLearning C entre ó. Parental consent is required before any assistance can be rendered to the 

student.  For further information, please contact the school administration.  

 
Academic Challenge Pr ogram:  

This program is offered to students in all grade levels.  It is intended to provide enrichment and 

challenges to students who meet the selection criteria.  
 

SUPPORT PROGRAMS:  

Family -School Liaison /Wellness  Worker :     

Our Family - School Liaison /Welln ess Worker, Mrs. Leanne Lev erick, works part - time ( two days a 

week (Tuesdays & Thursdays) at RES  The FSL W Program will target at - risk children registere d in 

kindergarten through grade  six.  At - risk children are considered to be in danger of developing, or  

already showing signs, of having emotional, social and /or  behavioral problems, leading to failure in 

school,  as well as in the community.  

 

Referrals will be accepted from school personnel, parents, students and other community agencies. 

Support will be pr ovided to families for the above - mentioned reasons, as well as at times of crisis 

(e.g., bereavement, parental separation, personal distress, child adjustment difficulties , and 

financial  hardships ).  Direct counseling, referrals to appropriate resources, c onflict mediation and 

workshops are some of the services that the Family School Liaison /Wellness  Worker is able to 

provide. For more information on this program,  contact the School Office.  

 
Community Health Nurse :    

Mrs. Patricia Kriz is the Community He alth Nurse serving Rimbey Elementary School.   Mrs. Kriz 

can be contacted at the Rimbey Community Health Center @ 843 - 2288.  
 

Speech and Language Pathologist :  

DTHR supplies our school with a supervising speech and language pathologist that serves Rimbey 

Elementary School. A Speech Language Pathologist supervises our speech program and part - time 

speech pathologist  assistant, who delivers the speech programs at RES For service within R imbey 

Elementary  teachers, or parents, can make referrals through the admin istration. Some speech or 

language concerns that yo u may have about your child  could include the following:  

 

 Difficulty with pronunciation of any speech sounds.  

 Limited vocabulary for his/her age and mental abilities.  

 Grammar skills that are weak compared to peers.  

 Poor memory for what he/she has seen or heard.  

 Difficulty with sequencing stories or sentences.  

 Difficulty with in teracting verbally with peers and/or adults.  
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 Fluency issue ( example -  disruptions in the flow and rhythm of speech) these 

interrupti ons may include repetitions of words ,  or parts of words ,  prolongations of a 

sound or unusually long hesitations between words.  

 These stuttering behaviors may also be accompanied by behaviors such as facial grimaces 

or unusual body movements.  

 The studentõs voice differs significantly from ònormaló (along one or more of the 

dimensions of pitch, loudness and quality).      

 

  Academic Success:  
It is our goal to provide each student the best possible learning experience and to ensure their 

success in meeting t he learner expectations of the curriculum. It is said it takes a whole village to 

raise a child; it also takes a whole community to ensure the success of students in school. We are 

committed to learning as a joint venture shared by students, parents and st aff. Our school will 

challenge students to succeed. We will teach, we will encourage, we will support and we will assist 

students to solve problems. We expect reciprocal support and involvement from parents. The more 

parents are involved, the greater the a ssurance that a student will succeed.  

 

Language Arts, Math , Science and Social Studies  will be reported using a checklist. The basis for 

this checklist wi ll be  curriculum outcomes  from the Alberta Program  of Studies . The checklist will 

contain the followin g headings:  

 

 Demonstrates Excellence  

 Demonstrates Success  

 Demonstrates Success with Support  

 Is Encountering Difficulties  

 

We believe this type of reporting will give you a more accur ate and specific picture of how your 

child is performing in school.  

 

As always,  your feedback on this new format  of reporting student progress would be appreciated.  

 

High Academic Success:  

We believe all students can learn and be successful in their schooling.  

We also believe that students will strive to reach the expectations  that are set for them. 

High expectations for academic achievement, behavior, qualities of work and homework completion 

are set by all staff members. We will accept nothing short of our studentsõ very best. 

 
Assessing  Student Achievement :   

Students are as sessed on the basis of numerous indicators -  assignments, projects, qui zzes, tests 

and so on.  When required ,  information that is more detailed  can be obtained from your childõs 

teacher.  
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Grade Level  Achievement :  
In grades 3 to 6 reports of student achie vement will utilize two keys -  a grade level achievement 

key and a performance key.    

 

The grade level achievement key has three categories:  

        1   -   above grade level  

  2   -   at grade level  

  3   -   below grade level  

Since last year,  Alberta Educ ation has required teachers to report a grade level of achievement on 

our studentõs final progress report. The categories of the performance key are based on those 

established by Alberta Education.  

 

Progress Reports and Portfolio Walks : 

Students will be is sued two  written progress reports during the  School year.  Our first written 

progress  reports will be distributed on February 18 , 2010 . Our first Portfolio Walks will be held on 

the evenings of November 17 th  & 25 th  from 4:00 ð 7:00 p.m. Our second Portfoli o Walks will be 

held on the evenings of March 4 th  & 10 th  from 4:00 ð 7:00 p.m. On June  25, 2010 , the last day o f 

regular classes with students ,  will be our final written progress report.  

 

During our Portfolio Walk Parents/guardians will n ot have a schedule  time.  Parents/Guardians will 

come in between the hours of 4:00 ð 7:00 p.m. At this time you will review your childõs portfolio 

with your child. During this time your childõs teacher(s) will be available for any questions or 

concerns.  Should you feel that a PT conference time is required these can be scheduled at another 

time.  

The progress report  indicates the areas of study for that term, the level of achievement to which 

the student is working, the performance level (how well the child is doing) and infor mation on 

his/her social and emotional development and work habits. At the end of the year the grade level of 

the curriculum the child has completed in each subject area is indicated.  
 

Get To Know You  Conference : 

The òget to know youó conference allows for an exchange of information about the childõs 

performance. The purpose of the C onference is to:  

 Demonstrate the studentõs achievement and growth.  

 Provide an opportunity for questions and clarification .  

 Discuss goals for the future.  

 Help parents understand  the curriculum and the learning process.  

 

The òget to know youó conference will be held on the evenings of September 24 th  & 30 th  from 4:00 ð 

7:00 p.m. The conferences will be 15 minutes in length and your scheduled time wi ll be sent home 

with each child i f you have not si gned up on the master timetable by September 17 th .   

 

Parents are encouraged to contact their childõs teacher at any time throughout the school year to 

arrange an appointment to discuss curriculum expectations, methods of assessment, indivi dual 

student goals and results. Should  parents feel that additional conferencing time is required at some 

other time throughout the school term,  you are most welcome to contact the office and 

arrangements will be made with your childõs teacher. 
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PROVINCIAL ACHIEVEMENT TESTS: 

Students in grades three an d six are required to write Provincial Achievement Tests.  In grade 

three students write examinations in Language Arts and Mathematics.  Grade six students write 

examinations in Language Arts, Mathematics, Scie nce and Social Studies.   These examinations are 

written in May and J une.  The results are returned to the School the following September.  Also 

note that pre liminary P.A.T. results from the four core subject areas will be with the final report 

card.   At th at time they are shared with the students and parents.  If you have questions about 

the achievement tests please contact your childõs teacher or the school administration.   

 

HOME and SCHOOL COMMUNICATION:  

Effective, two - way communication between the home a nd school is essential.  The School will be 

contacting parents/guardians several times throughout the school year.  Some of these occasions 

are formal, such as parent - teacher conferences; other times will be less formal.  Often a teacher, 

or the administra tion, will find it necessary to contact a parent/guardian regarding a particular 

student.  As well, a parent/guardian may find it necessary to contact a teacher or the 

administration.  This type of communication is important and welcomed by the School.  

 

 If a parent/guardian should find occasion to contact the S chool in regards to their son or 

daughter's education, please observe the following protocol:  

 

1.  The studentõs teacher is the first contact person.  All issues and questions should first be 

directed t o that person.  

2.  If deemed necessary by either the parent/guardian or teacher, or both parties,  the 

principal or associate principal can be brought into the discussion.  

       

However, please note that an administrator should be contacted only after  the      parent/guardian 

and teacher have discussed the issue.  

 

CELLULAR PHONE USAGE: 
RES is a cellular phone free zone.  We ask that students not bring cell phones to school and that all 

visitors  entering our school turn off  their cell phones and refrain from us ing them within our 

building.  If it is a necessity to bring cell phones to school all students are required to place their 

cell phones in thei r backpacks at the beginning of the day and remain the cell phone is to remain 

there until after the student has  left the building a the end of the school day.  

 

Homework:  
Recognizing that children have responsibilities at home and interests outside the school, students 

are generally given class time to work on assignments with teachers providing guided practice. 

Homework consists  of reading, completing unfinished assignments, extra practice in the area where 

a student needs practice, or the review of work taken that day. For students in grades 3 - 6, 

homework may also include completing long - term assignments and studying  for tests.  

 

Homework helps students develop self - reliance and good study habits, enables parents to see their 

childõs progress and strengthens the ties between home and school, particularly when parents can 

help with assignments in some way. Ways in which  parents can help with homework include the 

following:  
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 Provide a quiet, regular place to work.  

 Help the stud ent to organize his or her time.  

 Be the òaudienceó for reading practice. 

 Reinforce skills through spelling and math games.  

 Provide positive feedbac k on their efforts and homework completion .  

The supp ort and interest of parents has  a considerable infl uence on the studentõs attitude toward s 

homework. If you have any questions about the assignments, or concerns about the amount of time 

spent on homework , please talk to your childõs teacher. 
 

Effective Behavior Support  
Rimbey Elementary School  is a òSafe a nd Caringó school. At Rimbey Elementary School students 

learn and teachers teach. We also recognize that as a learning community we can learn a lot from  

each other. We all need to work very hard to learn and to ensure we are all helping to make our 

RES a safe and caring school. At Rimbey Elementary we all must show respectful and responsible 

behaviors to ourselves, to others and school property.   

We have five very important fair play rules :  

1. Respect the rules.  

2. Respect the adults and their decisions.  

3. Respect others.  

4. Give everyone an equal chance.  

5. Maintain your self - control at all times.  

In our classrooms,  we will learn about the fiv e Fair P lay rules. The R ules are posted in each 

classroom,  in the  hallways ,  as well as  throughout our school to help us remember and follow them.  

   

Each month students will learn and practice a new goal to make our school safe and caring. 

Teachers expect students to  show what they have learned from the  monthly school assembly.  

 

 For everyone to be successful at school, we need to develop good behavior and fair play skills to 

use in class, on the playground and in the hallways.  

 

 MONTHLY SCHOOL THEMES : 

Each month of t he school year,  we will focus on a number of theme s to help them demonstrate a nd 

further develop character skills to keep our school safe and caring for  everyone.  

 

The activities will be shared at grade level assemblies held at the beginning of most schoo l months. 

Our grade 6 students will be involved in service projects during this time.  

 

When students follow the school rules, the staff will try to òcatch ó students òbeing goodó! When 

students have difficulty following the school rules, the staff will help the students talk about their 

inappropriate behavior, the effect their behavior had on other students, and talk about what they 

could do next time. We are keeping track of these behaviors so we can provide more help to those 

students who need it.  
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 One or more of the following may reward the students:  

1.  A staff member will tell a stu dent how proud they are of his/her  behavior.  

 

2.  A student  might receive a RESA (Rimbey Ele mentary School Award) if he/she is  òcaughtó 

following one of the five school rules and/or s howing how to help make our sch ool safe and 

caring for others  and themselves .  A studentõs name is written on the RESA, is read during 

morning announcements  and is entered for a weekly prize draw ! 

 

3.  A student may be sent to the school off ice and the princip al or associate principal will share 

how proud he is of the  studentõs efforts and behavior.  

 

4.  Parents may receive a written note or surprise phone call about a studentõs excellent 

behavior at school! A stude nt can let the principal or associate principal kn ow who you want 

him to call to celebrate!  

 

5.  A student may be recognized at our  Recognition Rally for doing well in their learning, 

att itude, efforts and/ or behavior . Parents/guardians are invited to attend our assemblies 

and be proud of  their childõs accomplishments.  

 

 WHEN STUDENTS MISBEHAVE : 

 

 Level  1  - Behaviors are minor rule violations . If a student  breaks a school R ule then:  

 A staff member will talk to the student.  

 The school rules are reviewed with the student.  

The student will be asked to òfix ó the p roblem by answering the following questions:  

 What happened?  

 What effect did your behavior have on others?  

 What will you do to fix the problem?  

 What can you learn from this?  

 What will you tell your parents (if asked)?  

Stud ents may be asked to go to the Rece ss Room if they need more time to solve the problem ,  or 

think about their inappropriate behavior. If a student is outside th ey may be sent to an outside wall 

or sent inside the school.  

  

Students will be given an opportunity to improve their behavior. If a  student chooses not to own ,  or 

improve their inappropriate behavior ,  a student may face more serious consequences.  
Level 1 type of inappropriate behaviors may include:  

 Rough play . 

 Littering . 

 Swearing . 

 Hats on in the school . 

 Being late for class . 

 Loitering . 
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LEVEL 2 - Serious and Inappropriate Behaviors  

Level 2 behaviors are more serious.  

If a student chooses to use s eriously inappropriate behavior , the staff member will:  

State why the student õs behavior is inappropriate or harmful?  

The student  will be ask ed to help fix the problem by answering the following questions:  

 What happened?  

 What effect did your behavior have on others?  

 What will you do to fix your problem?  

 What can you learn from this?  

 What will you tell your parents (if asked)?  

 A student will be  asked to go to the school õs Recess Room for several recesses in order to learn 

bet ter ways to behave. The student  will complete assignments during recess time.  If a studentõs 

inappropriate behavior is harm ful to others,  or themselves , he /she  could be sent  to the principalõs 

office. A student may lose school privileges ;  such as field studies. Students will be required to fix 

the problem. When students are sent to the principalõs office, a record will be kept of the  studentõs 

inappropriate behavior. A studen tõs parents may also be called to let them know what the student 

will need to do to fix the problem.  
 

Level 2  -  types of inappropriate behaviors may include:  

 Defiance . 

 Stealing . 

 Bullying . . . name calling, teasing, put downs, fighting , phy sical aggressio n towards 

others, cheering on a fight, intimidating or harassing other students.  

 LEVEL 3 Ĕ Very Ser ious and Inappropriate Behavior   

Level 3 behaviors are very serious. If a student chooses to misbehave ,  or be part of a group that 

acts inappropriately, the  staff member will:  

 

Send the student (s) to the office right away  and call the principal or associate principal.  The 

principal or  associate principal will talk to the student (s) and record the following information on an 

office referral form:  

 What happened ? 

 What effect did your behavior have on others?  

 What will you do to fix your problem?  

 What can you learn from this?  

 What will you tell your parents (if asked)?  

The studentõs parents will be contacted. They will be told about the inappropriate behavior  and what 

the consequences are. Consequences are based on the ser iousness of the studentõs behavior and the 

school boardõs policy on student conduct.  School consequences may include a meeting with parents, 

behavior contracts, in - school suspension, and/or out o f school suspension. All school privileges are 

taken away until the conseque nces have been served. (i.e. students may  not go on the year - end 

field study.)  
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Level 3 types of inappropriate behavior  may include : 

 Endangering the safety of other students . 

 Assaul t . 

 Inciting others to fight . 

 Vandalism . 

 Running away or skipping schoo l . 

 Use of , or possession of , a weapon (i.e. knife, stick to be used as a weapon , etc.) or 

substance.  

 

PARENTS, PLEASE NOTE:  

Each teacher  will be communicating his/her classroom management plans to students at the beginning  

of the school year. It is important that you review these plans in order to understand and 

emphasize what is necessary for your child  to be successful in each class. If you require 

clarification of any rule that has bee n established in the classroom, please call the teacher at the 

school and request any information that you may need.  

 

Please be informed that the school is interested in hearing from you anytime throughout the school 

year. We need to know what we are doing  well, or how we can improve in serving the educational 

needs of your child.  If you are aware of any factors, or persons, that are not making this school 

the quality of school that you envision, please contact the principal, or associate principal, so that  

we can address your concern .  

 
MILK PROGRAM:  
Rimbey Elementary School offers a milk prize incentive program for students, through the generous 

donations of the Alberta Dairy Producers Association. Students have a choice between white or 

chocolate milk eac h day.  To participate in the milk program, students must consume milk at school 

during the lunch hour, either purchased at school or brought from home. Students/parents may 

purchase tokens at 8:35 a.m. at the school office com mencing on Wednesday , Septemb er 09 th.   Milk 

prices have increased ,  as well as ,  an ecology and deposit charge . Cost for tokens will be 10 tokens 

for $7 .5 0.   Single tokens will not be sold.  

 

CLOTHING ETIQUETTE: 
Our behavio r is directly affected by the way we are dressed. We should there fore dress in a 

manner which improves the school environment. While style and manner of dress are largely personal 

matters, there are a few guidelines necessary to ensure that clothing is not inappropriate, offensive 

to others, distracting, detrimental to health and is safe. During warmer weather so is less clothing. 

The following is the RES dress code.  

 

1.  Students will be asked to change T - shirts/sweatshirts with slogans that are of questionable 

taste.  

 

2.  Students will not wear skimpy, revealing tops, (i.e. , s paghetti straps, backless, strapless  or 

bare mid - drift ) short shorts or òminió skirts.  

 

3.  Pants/jeans/shorts to fit around the waist and not be worn below the hip area.  
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4.  When a person is stand ing, the bottom of their shirt should meet the waist of their pant s or 

skirt (meaning the stomach area is not exposed ).  

 

5.  Clothing worn by students should be appropriate to an elementary school ,  as well as the climatic 

conditions of the s eason.  During the winter month s students should be dressed warmly (including 

mitts, boots and head gear that covers the ears).  Please label all  clothing  and footwear  with 

your childõs name. Students will be asked to change out of inappropriate clothing. 

 

6.  In grades 2  to 6 students are to have a change of clothes for physical education and  a pair of 

non- marking, white - soled, athletic running shoes, not òboardingó shoes. 

 

7.  Students are to have a separate pair of indoor and outdoor shoes.  All outdoor shoes, worn by 

students, as well as by adults, must be removed upon entering the School build ing.  

 

8.  Upon entering RES all hats , worn by students as well as  adults,  must be removed.   

 

9.  A container for òlostó articles is kept in the School.   Items that are not claimed will be 

donated to charity throughout the year.   

 

10.   Face/eye  make- up is not appropr iate for elementary age students.  
 

HOT DOG SALES: 
Hot dogs will be  available one day each month, excluding December and June, in conjunction with o ur 

Recognition Rallies and T- shirt and Jeans D ay. Each month a different grade level is in charge of 

supplying the parent volunteers to cook the hot dogs and distribute them to students. Hot dogs must 

be purch ased with tokens; hot dogs are two  tokens each. Please see milk program information for 

purchasing information . Hot dog dates will be posted i n the monthly RES newsletter.  

 

Eat ing healthy : 
Students are not  to bring soft drinks to school for lunch.  All students are encouraged to bring 

healthy lunches.  Each day, at mid morning, students are given the opportunity to eat one nutritious 

snack brought from home.   This is not considered their lunch break.  This snack is to be from one 

of the four nutritious food groups  outlined in the Canadaõs Food Guide to Healthy Eating.  
 

FRESH AIR POLICY:  
Rimbey Elementary School has a òfresh airó policy and all students are to go outside during morning, 

noon hour and afternoon recess times, each day.  Please ensure that your child has a ppropriate 

outdoor clothing, shoes or boots.  Staff provides supervision, both outside and inside the School, at 

these times.  

 

SCHOOL PATROLs: 
Students in grades five and six operate the School Patrol Program in  the  morning and after school, 

while students are arriving or leaving the School. Students ar e to obey the Patrollers  and use the 

patrolled crosswalk s when coming to school ,  as well as  when going home.  We encourage adu lts to 

also use the crosswalks ,  as this sets a good example for our students.  
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BICYLCLES / SKATEBOARDS / ROLLERBLADES: 
Bicycles are to be walked across crosswalks and kept locked in the bike stands during school hours.  

Bicycles, skateboards and roller blades are not to be used on school property during school hours. 

All students rid ing bicycles are required, by law,  to wear helmets. It is recommended that students 

using skateboards, roller blades, scooters, also wear helmet s.  
 

SCHOOL CLOSURE DURING INCLEMENT WEATHER: 
It is advisable that p arents not send their children  to school when the temperature ,  or wind chill 

reaches - 40 C or colder.  Parents should listen to one of the following radio stations for 

information related t o school closures throughout our division as a result of inclement weather;   

Sunny 94.1 in Lacombe; Big 105.5 FM and CKGY ð 95.5 FM/ZED 98.9 FM in Red Deer;  CHED 630 

AM and  CFCW 790 AM in Edmonton and KJR 1440 AM in Wetaskiwin .  The buses will continue to 

run and staff will report to the School, as usu al, unless the Wolf Creek Public Schools office  in 

Ponoka officially closes the School.  
 

ANNOUNCEMENTS: 
Announcements will be made daily at the School at 8:40 a.m. and if necessary at 11:30 a.m.  

General announcements, except for emergency situations, will be limited to those times.   
 

KEEPING OUR SCHOOL CLEAN: 
The responsibility of keeping our school clean belongs to all of us, not just custodial staff. To 

facilitate this we ask that all persons entering the sc hool building r emove their outside shoes on the 

carpet  areas . Students are asked to carry his/her outside shoes to their respective boot racks.  
 

Inside Shoes:  

All students are required to have a different pair of shoes for inside the school. To save on 

expense, we suggest that these should be a pair of running shoes, NOT òboardingó shoes,  running 

shoes are required for Phys. Ed. We ask that parents DO NOT send students with shoes that make 

black marks on the floor.  If  a student has one pair of indoors shoes,  we ask that these be running 

shoes appropriate for use in the gymnasium.  

 

Cleanliness of School Grounds:  

Students are requested to use the garbage bins provided to deposit their garbage ,  or uneaten food 

items. This helps keep our school grounds in the sa me high standard of cleanliness as the remainder 

of the community. Students who find broken glass or other strange and dangerous looking objects on 

the school grounds should not touch them but report to  the outside supervisor.   
 

Caring for our School:  

To h elp maintain the quality of life and education at Rimbey Elementary everyone must accept 

responsibility for the care and maintenance of school property. We ask children to enter and leave 

by their designated entrances. Upon entering the building, students are to remove outdoor shoes 

and carry them to their assigned boot racks.  

 

Damage to School Property:  

Occasionally  students damage the schoolõs fixtures and/or equipment either intentionally,  or 

unintentionally. In all cases of damage, students are expecte d to pay for the damage incurred. The 

cost of damage to school property ,  or lost books ,  will be based on the replacement costs.  
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PARENT VOLUNTEERS: 
Our school encourages and appreciates the support and assistance of parent volunteers. Volunteers 

may be invo lved in a variety of tasks at the request of the teacher such as:  

 Preparing for and assisting with art projects .  

 Preparing bulletin board material .  

 Supervising and/or driving for field studies .  

 Assisting with computer instruction .  

 Phoning other parents for  special events .  

 Helping with small groups of children .  

 Preparing instructional materials (photocopying, laminating etc.) .  

Other areas in which volunteers provide assistance include:  

 Serving on parent committees .  

 Helping with special events (track and fiel d day, book fairs, pictures, etc.) .  

 School- wide paired reading.  

A reminder to all Parents/Guardians/Visitors to RES that in order to volunteer in the school, 

classroom or on field trips, you must have a current criminal records check on file at the school 

office ( must be within one year).   Please keep in mind that if you are requesting a criminal records 

check from the RCMP station it takes 5 working days after you apply to get one. If the criminal 

records check comes back with a òhitó on it then the volunteer is responsible for going back to the 

RCMP detachment to get òproof of the offence ó and pardon . The offence  may not be a reason for 

exclusion from the school activity. There is a charge for this  second search , which is the 

responsibility of the person w ishing to volunteer.   

 

We appreciate your making alternate childcare  arrangements for younger siblings rather than 

bringing him/her to the school or while volunteering in the classroom or on field studies.  
 

Assemblies :  
Monthly òFair Playó Assemblies will be held  by grade level  at the beginning and end of most months.  

At the beginning of each month,  a new theme will be introduced based on the following Fair Play 

rules.  

 

1.  Respect the rules.  

2.  Respect the officials and accept their decisions.  

3.  Respect your opp onents.  

4.  Give everyone an equal chance to participate.  

5.  Maintain your self - control at all times.  
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STUDENT ACTIVITIES: 
Skating Rink :  

An outdoor skating rink is set up as soon as weather conditions permit . Students are able to use the 

rink  during the noon h our or for physical education classes.  Helmets are required.   

 
Intramurals :  

Students in grades K to 6 participate in intramural activities during the noon hour.  Several 

activities/sports emphasizing participation and the òFair Play Idealsó are available for students.  
 

Fair Play Sports Day :   

During the month of June ,  one day for kindergarten to grade 6, is reserved for a Fair Play Sports  

Day.  On this day, all student s are placed on teams for a half - day, of fun competition in a variety 

of physical activ ities. Participantõs ribbons are given to all students taking part in the day.  

 

Terry Fox Run:  

Our school regularly host s a Terry Fox Run/Walk. This is a non competitive event in which we have 

school wide participation. Student s can walk, jog or run. Our T erry Fox Run will be held on Friday, 

September 25 th  starting @ 12:15 p.m.  

 

Students will receive pledge forms and we ask that student s seek pledges from family member s only 

and not canvas the town, or he/she may bring in a donation for cancer resea r ch.  

 

Remembrance Day Ceremony : 

Our school regularly host s a Rem embrance Day ceremony.  
 

Christmas Concerts : 

Our Christmas C oncert is  held  during an afternoon in mid December . The Christmas Concert d ate to  

be confirmed in the November newsletter.  
 

Field Studies :   

Field Studies constitute a valuable learning experience in a school program. The trips can become an 

excellent means of providing a common background of experiences for all students and also provide 

direct first h and observation. Such visits often  function  as an introduction to, or an extension of, 

study in the classroom.  

 

Prior to each field study  information will be provided to parents/guardians concerning the purpose of 

the field study, destination, and date. Fees may be charged to cover transportation a nd/or 

admission costs. A student  will not be allowed to attend a field study without written consent of 

his/her parent or guardian.  

 

Parents/adults going along on any field study are required to have a current criminal records check 

on file with the school  office.  Please note that these CRC take 3 ð 5 working days for processing 

from the local RCMP station and requests must have letter from the school stating that one is 

required.  
 

Swimming :  
Once the swimming pool o pens in the spring, classes are schedule d for pool use.   
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Other Activities:  

In addition to the above activities, the School may organize activities such as Halloween  or 

Valentineõs Day. As well, there may be òdress- upó days and special event days throughout the year.  

Watch your monthly newslet ter, sent home with the o ldest and/or only child in each family, for

Student Responsibilities While Riding School Buses 

 

1. The driver is in full charge.  Students must obey the driver promptly and cheerfully. 

 

2. The driver shall assign a seat for each student and complete a seating plan.  A student may be required to  

sit up front for misbehavior. 

3. The student and/or parent/guardian will be held financially responsible for any wilful damage to a bus. 

 

4. The student must be on time.  (3 to 5 minutes prior to bus arrival) 

 

5. Unnecessary conversation with the driver is prohibited. 

 

6. Outside of ordinary conversation, classroom conduct is to be observed and the driver may separate 

students who do not live up to this rule. 

 

7. Use of tobacco, illicit drugs, alcohol and obscene language on the bus is prohibited. 

 

8. Students must not throw paper or other rubbish on the floor of the bus or out of the bus windows. 

 

9. Students must not extend their arms or heads out of bus windows. 

 

10. Students must enter and leave the bus in an orderly manner and shall remain SEATED while the bus is 

in motion. 

 

11. For safety reasons, NO HOCKEY STICKS, NO CURLING BROOMS nor SKATE BOARDS will be 

permitted on school buses.  Any object larger than what would normally fit into an average sized 

backpack will not be permitted on the bus. 

 

12. Students must observe the directions of the bus driver when loading and unloading and when crossing 

the road prior to loading or after unloading. 

 

13. All students shall remain absolutely quiet while the bus is stopped at a railway crossing and shall remain 

quiet while the bus is crossing. 

 

14. Normally, a student may only be picked up or dropped off at a pre-arranged and approved pick-up or 

drop-off point. 

 

15. No student shall be in possession of matches or lighters while on a school bus. 

 

16. No one, other than students and driver, may ride on the bus. 

 

17. No student shall be in possession of any type of weapon while on a school bus.  
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
